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Section 1: General Information

Lifesaving/Sauvetage Canada extends a warm thank you for the interest expressed in hosting the Rescue 2010 Canadian Pool Lifesaving Time Trials.  

This document outlines the general and specific requirements to host this event. The Host Bid submission should include:

· Name and contact information of host

· Name, address, phone number and location of facility

· Date, time of Time Trial

· Number of athletes to be permitted

· Name of suggested Meet Referee

· Facility specifications and date of last PSO or NSO inspection

· Events being run, if there are additional events you wish to run

· Timing System to be used

In general terms, the host will be required to provide satisfactory facilities and personnel including Officials for the execution of the Time Trials. 
The Rescue 2010 Canadian Pool Lifesaving Time Trials consists of the following events:

· Meetings (officials, coaches)
· Events (must be run)
· 200m Obstacle 

· 100m Carry with Fins

· 100m Tow with Fins

· 50m Manikin Carry

· 200m Superlifesaver

· Host may add other events

Instructions to Bidders:

1) Offers to host the Rescue 2010 Canadian Pool Lifesaving Time Trials will be accepted by the Lifesaving/Sauvetage Canada Event Management Manager. All Time Trials must take place before May 31, 2010.
2) The host will be required to provide the services of a liaison person for the purposes of coordinating the host responsibilities for the Time Trials.

4) Bids to host the Canadian Pool Lifesaving Time Trials should be made in writing and submitted electronically to Rebecca Boyd-White, rebeccaboydwhite@hotmail.com 
5) Bids should include the host’s ability to meet the criteria outlined in this document as well as any additional information of benefit.

6) The NSO will review the offers to host and hosts will be contacted within 10 days of the submission regarding the bid success. It is expected that there could be multiple Time Trials scheduled from multiple hosts.
Section 2:  Events Description

1) The Meetings take place at the start of the Time Trials. There are separate meetings and briefings for coaches and officials.
2) The Events are conducted over one day or evening.
Section 3:  Time Trials Requirements

3) The location must be accessible to competitors coming from around the province to facilitate attendance.  

4) The host provides the venue for the Time Trials. This consists of the physical requirements for the Meetings and Events.

5) The facility should be able to accommodate up to 50 competitors for the events, as well as space for the meetings. A viewing area for spectators is desirable.
Section 4:  Schedule

· The Time Trials schedule can be adjusted to suit the facility programming and availability.

Section 5:  Physical Requirements

The host will be required to provide suitable amenities for the event.  Specific requirements are as follows:

1)  General
· Parking facilities (preferably free)

· Change rooms

· Suitable numbers of host volunteers to assist with varying functions such as registration, set-up, runners, tabulators, etc.
2)  Meetings 

· Preferred: Theatre style room set-up with chairs for approximately 40 people

· AV as required

· Side table for handouts and supplies

· An area must be able to be secured for officials and volunteers personal belongings

· Preferred to have separate meeting rooms for officials and coaches

· Note: dependent on the size of the Time Trials, meetings could occur on the pool deck

Food and Beverage
· Room or area where officials and volunteers can eat and drink 

· Lunch, snacks served to those in attendance

· Tables and chairs available

3)  Events

· Two lanes or more
· 50 m course set-up

· Timing – electronic timing is not required, however a minimum of three timers per lane must be used if electronic timing is not used.

· Depth requirements meet 2009 ILS requirements.

· Appropriately lifeguarded throughout
